Seven Street Corridors
• Include the road, median, furnishing 

zones, bike lanes, and sidewalks
• Serve multiple functions,  including the 

movement of people, places for people 
to meet, and display culture and public 
art

• Accommodate cars, pedestrians, 
bicycles and transit

• Basis for determining what 
development is permitted on a lot

• Create complete streets
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Commuter Corridor (Arterial)

No change from St. Albert’s 
current standards for arterials. 
Primarily a commuter route.
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Community Connector (Arterial)
Connects neighbourhoods and districts. 
Supports retail and higher intensity 
residential, with buildings embracing the 
street, by not backing on to it. Designed 
to effectively and safely accommodate 
cars, transit, bikes and pedestrians.

Business Park (Arterial)
Supports commercial retail and 
services, and industrial uses. Serves 
as a main street in the Business 
Park district. Industrial buildings 
face the street with parking behind 
or to the side. Transit connections 
to key destinations in the city.

Parkway (Collector)
A new type of street corridor, appropriate to St. 
Albert and its ‘green’ style. The linear park will 
runs the full length of the street on both sides.The 
driving lanes are narrower to slow traffic and run 
on either side of the parkway.  Parking is 
adjacent to the park.

Parkway
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Neighbourhood Connector (Collector)
Links neighbourhoods and zones. 
Incorporates a mix of medium intensity 
residential and retail. Designed to effectively 
and safely accommodate cars, transit, bikes 
and pedestrians.
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Business Park (Collector)
Provides access to lots with commercial 
and industrial uses. Industrial buildings 
face the street with parking behind or to 
the side. Transit connections to key 
destinations in the city.

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Local Neighbourhood (Local)
Found in residential 
neighbourhoods and provides 
access to residential lots. 
Pedestrian sidewalks along the 
streets, with bikes traveling in 
the drive lane.  Parking on both 
sides of the street slows traffic.
