The Parkway supports a mix of retail, service and higher intensity residential uses. There is more emphasis on localized activity and a strong pedestrian orientation than on
through traffic. It serves as a main street or an edge connecting, rather than separating adjacent neighbourhoods.
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Bulb-outs narrow the intersections
Bulb-outs minimize pedestrian
crossing distance and slow traffic
Slightly narrower travel lane slows
traffic and increases pedestrian
safety
