Stony Plain Road Interchange

Å Construction commenced spring 2009 with traffic 

availability scheduled for fall 2011

Å Being delivered through Transportationôs first design/build 

contract

Å Includes five km of new roadway and seven bridges 

which will provide for a free flow systems interchange

Å Construction commenced in August 2008 with traffic 

availability scheduled for fall 2011

Å Being delivered via Transportationôs third Public-Private-

Partnership (P3) contract

Å Segment is from Yellowhead Trail to Manning Drive

Å Includes 21 km of road and 29 bridges which will result in 

eight new interchanges and four flyover structures

Å Planning for the Edmonton Ring Road (Anthony Henday 

Drive) has been ongoing for over 40 years

ï First identified in 1963 Metropolitan Edmonton 

Transportation Study (METS)

ï Right-of-way assembly began in the 1970ôs with the 

Transportation and Utility Corridor (TUC) initiative

ï Completion in 2015

ï Subsequent upgrades as dictated by traffic needs

ǒ Advanced planning for the Ring Road enabled the 

protection of the route and has allowed construction of the 

roadway where it is today
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Capital Regional Ring Road
Long Range Planning

Å Alberta has begun the process to plan for a second ring 

or ñRegional Ring Roadò to facilitate future mobility 

around the Capital Region

Å Construction of the 

Regional Ring Road 

may be in the range of 

40 years in the future

Å First step will be to 

define a general 

corridor suitable to 

accommodate a high 

standard freeway 

facility and utility 

corridor

Å Study Area runs from 

St. Albert to Morinville
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West Regional Road Extension

Å Study started 2005

Å Study is nearing complete

Å Is an extension of West Regional Road (Ray Gibbon 

Drive), to tie back into Highway 2, south of Morinville

ï Extension from Anthony Henday Drive to Highway 633 is 

under construction

Å Identified an ultimate freeway corridor, which includes 

limited highway access & interchange locations

recommended option

ï St. Albert airport

ï Villeneuve Road

ï Highway 37

ï Cardiff Road

ï Also includes modifications to
