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Regardless of style, size or colour, graffiti is
vandalism and a criminal offence when placed

on public or private property without the owner’s

consent.

If you find graffiti on your property, take a
photograph of the graffiti and write down the
date, time and location.

Drop off your photo at the RCMP Detachment
at 96 Bellerose Drive and collect a voucher for
your free Graffiti Removal Kit.

If you see graffiti on public property, call the
City of St. Albert Public Works at 780-459-1557.

- To give an anonymous tip if you have
information related to graffiti acts, call
Crime Stoppers at 1-800-222-TIPS(8477).

- Call 917 if you witness a graffiti act taking place.

3. 4EMONE

To remove graffiti from your property, take your
voucher to ICl Paints at 13 Inglewood Drive to
pick up your free Graffiti Removal Kit. The kit
includes a tip sheet, a 13-piece roller set and a
FREE membership to ICl Paints' Dulux Club. The
membership gives you a 25% discount towards
graffiti removal products or any future paint
purchases.
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- Leaving graffiti unattended can contribute
to an increase in more serious vandalism
and crime.

Removing graffiti within 24 hours significantly
reduces the chance of a recurrence to 10%.

Residents and businesses can face a fine for
not removing graffiti from their property in a
timely manner (Community Standards Bylaw).
